VETERANS! !

President Carter last month signed into law the
"Veterans and Survivor's Pension Reform Act."

The new system guarantee pensions for eligible and
would give them an annual income of $3,550.00 min.

The new law contains a "grandfather" provision that
gives individuals under the current system the
choice of remaining under the old system or going
to the new system, whichever benefits them the most.
